24"L X 12"W X 23"T....

It says it is suitable for pets up to 30 pounds, but from experience, | find it is better suited to the 20 pound
range. A 30 pound pet *will* fit, but it is sort of cramped. It is best for small breed dogs, puppies, kittens, &
smaller animals.

First off, let me tell you that the picture makes it appear more tall & *boxy* than it looks in real life.

Features:

1.front and rear zippered mesh windows for loading.
2. locking brakes on rear wheels

3. large zipper pull which makes it easier to grasp

It is very smooth rolling and allows you to take your pet with you almost anywhere (as long as it's
behaved, of course). | started using this when | couldn't leave my dog home if | left, but it was too hot or
too cold to leave her in the car.
